Salter Square Pet Patrol
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We are asking everyone to build on the sense of a safe, clean community, and that means pet owners need to be extra vigilant about keeping their animals secured.

There has been a flood of complaints about animals on the loose. Individual owners are contacted when there is a complaint about their animals. Cats and dogs are NOT to roam the property and they must be on leash when out of your personal space. We expect all pet owners to take responsibility for their animals, including cleaning up after them. Dogs seem to be the fall-guys here, but there are many feline culprits that are equally guilty. Keep your cat leashed or inside your unit.
Remember that:
· No-one likes to step in or slip on uncollected feces.

· Tomcats spray urine on everything and anything, causing unpleasant clean-up of outdoor toys and lawn furniture when the animal is allowed to roam free. 

· Some residents are nervous around dogs; they need to feel safe around Salter. 

· Some dogs get defensive around unfamiliar animals; normally friendly dogs may go into attack mode and cause injuries, human or otherwise. 

· Dogs and cats must be quiet during the night time (i.e. INDOORS). 
· Salter has a family or two of skunks and groundhogs: off-leash dogs and cats are easy targets for frightened wildlife.

NO dogs are allowed in the park, ever! It is a play area for children and we need to keep it clean.

If you note a persistent problem with an animal, call the City at 311. 

The Resident Handbook states:

 Cats and dogs must not be allowed to run freely and must be leashed at all times outside your unit.

 Owners are expected to "Stoop and Scoop" at all times. If it is necessary for any animal to defecate on any common element or property of the Corporation, the owner (or custodian) will immediately gather up the droppings in any way he or she chooses and dispose of them within his own exclusive-use area. 

 Owners must control their dogs’ excessive barking or other noise made by any animal. Dog runs are allowed only in the owner's exclusive-use area and must not be visible above the fence. They must be appropriately maintained.

 All additional municipal and regional regulations concerning pets must be observed by owners.
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City of Ottawa regulations include:

· All dogs must be registered with the City.
· City issued tags must be securely affixed to the dog's collar or harness at all times.
· Dogs are not allowed to run at large and must be kept under the control of their handler at all times when off their property.
· Dogs must be on-leash at all times when off their property, unless posted signs indicate otherwise, or they are in a securely fenced private yard.
· The leash may not exceed three metres (3 m) in length 
· You must pick up all waste produced by your dog both on and off your property
